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Asus combines the CE market's fastest growing categories (mobiles and tablets) into one
device-- the Padfone, which it unveils at Taipei's Computex 2011.

  

Simply put, the Padfone is an Android smartphone with an included touchscreen tablet dock.
The tablet carries its own battery cell, meaning it also expands the combined device's battery
life.

  

The device dynamically switches displays whenever users connect the phone part to the tablet,
while sharing data and 3G aconnection access between mobile and tablet parts.

  

More details are unavailable at the time of writing-- Asus is still to confirm its actual dimensions
(the models at the show include a 4.3" smartphone and a 10.1" tablet) and the Android version
it will carry.

  

The Padfone unveiling comes alongside a slew of other Asus announcements, including new
notebook models (in Asus' UX and N series) and the Eee Pad MeMO 3D 7" Honeycomb tablet.
